2. On September 4, it ran into a storm and was severely crippled.  A few days later it sank during a hurricane.

3. The treasure was $400 million dollars.

4. The Atocha had set out from Central America.

5. The search cost $500 per day.

6. It took Mel Fisher 17 years to locate the Atocha.
7. The finding of three silver bars, which matched the description, and weight of those in the ship’s manifest, meant that the Atocha had been found.

8. Dirk Fisher, Angel Fisher, and a crewman died during the search.

9. The investors in the treasure hunt got most of the money.

10. The treasure is on display in a museum set up by Mel Fisher in
      Florida.
