Bluefin Tuna: are fast swimmers living on both sides of the Atlantic. They visit Canadian waters in the summer and early fall months. They can weigh in excess of 136 kg when they appear in June and can be as small as 23 kg. 
They are an extremely streamlined fish with a bluntly pointed nose and rounded body that tapers evenly to a long, slim tail region. The head has tightly closing jaws, flat gill covers and eyes set flush with the surrounding surface. The body is completely covered with scales.  Some fins fold into grooves, giving the body a smooth surface. 
The colouring is metallic blue on the back with a white belly and grey skin. 
The bluefin tuna is an excellent sport fish.  
Unlike other tuna species, which are usually canned, bluefin tuna got to market mostly in fresh and frozen form.
Atlantic Salmon: World famous as sport fish, noted especially for their fighting ability and are extremely tasty. They are reared in freshwater and migrate to the sea, where they stay for about twelve months. Then they return to their native streams to spawn. They are found on both sides of the Atlantic Ocean. 
Salmon have small scales and their colour changes according to the stages in their development. Although they can grow to 28 kg (55 lbs), most commercial fish are 4.5 kg (10 lbs). 
Salmon can be marketed as fresh, frozen or smoked.
