Lunar Day

· also called “tidal day”

· 24.84 solar hours

· The term comes from the rotation of the earth on its axis, relative to the movement of the moon around the earth.

Lunar Month

One revolution of the moon around the earth takes a little more than 27 days and 7 hours.

The moon rotates on its axis in this same period of time, so the same face is always presented to earth.
