Antarctic

The Pacific Ocean is the largest.  It has an average depth of 4300m.  

However, the deepest part of this ocean is the Marianas Trench, 

which is 12 km in depth.

The Atlantic Ocean lies between the Americas and the continents 

of Europe and Africa.  

The Indian Ocean has an average depth of 4300m.

Most of the Arctic Ocean is covered by a layer of ice, which is 

3 metres deep.

The Antarctic Ocean surrounds the South Pole and it is thought 

to be the southern continuation of the Indian, Atlantic and 

Pacific Oceans.
