Oil tankers running aground spill about 17 million gallons 

of oil per year.

Industrial waste an automobiles are responsible for 

363 million gallons per year.  When people dump motor oil 
onto the ground, it eventually finds its way to the oceans.

Industrial waste is discharged directly into rivers.

This pollution damages our ecosystems and recreational areas.

This also causes major expenses in personnel, time, 

energy and equipment.

To treat this problem, microscopic helpers attack the oil 

and help break it down.  Oil-eating bacteria have been developed 
by genetic engineers.  

Ecosystems recover.  However, it takes many years to do so.

Global cooperation is necessary.
